Located at the south-
western tip of Puerto
Rico, Boquerdn State
Forest is a major rest
stop for migratory
birds. Made .up of two YeHow-shoU;ered
types of habitats, blackbirg
mangrove forests and

brackish water lagoons, this area attracts

at least 118 species of birds, including the
endangered yellow-shouldered blackbird.

After a morning shelling along the soft, light-
golden sands of Boquerdn beach and exploring
the salt mines of Cabo Rojo, | meet my group
at the entrance of Boqueron State Park for an
afternoon of birding.
